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To parents: 
This page lets you know what your child learned in Sunday school today. In addition, you will  

find this week's memory verse, a suggested activity, and a short prayer to reinforce the lesson.  
Being involved and interacting with your child can be very rewarding for both of you. 
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What we learned: 
 
Today, the children learned about the resurrection of Jesus, and how the disciples found 
hope and joy because He rose from the grave. The resurrection of Jesus is the center of 
the Easter story. Jesus bore our sins and died on a cross, but He rose from the dead! His 
resurrection gives us life. We are powerless in our sin, but if we have faith in Jesus, and 
believe in His resurrection, we become new creations.

Practice this verse several times with your child during the week. This will not only help 
him or her remember the verse, but it will also help to reinforce what he or she learned 
during class.
